The following information relates to all children in school.

CHRISTMAS DINNER

The school Christmas dinner is being served  on Wednesday 10th December. If you would like to order this special dinner then could you please let the office know on Monday 8th. December. The cost is £1. 75 unless you are entitled to free school meals. Children bringing packed lunches from home will be in the dining hall for the festivities.

DRESS REHEARSAL

The dress rehearsal for the concert takes place on Friday of next week so can you check that your children have all the things they need for the concert. If you have been asked to provide something eg brown tights and are unable to do so can you let the school know as soon as possible.

CONCERT ‘Baboushka’ and ‘Christmas Medley’

The concert will take place on Monday 15th December. There will be two performances. 

Performance one- the doors open at 1.15pm  for a 1.30pm start. The Treehouse will perform a medley of Christmas songs followed by the performance ‘Baboushka’.

Performance two- the doors will open at 5.15pm for a 5.30pm start. This will only be a performance of ‘Baboushka’.

Tickets for both performances will go on sale on Wednesday 10th December. The cost of the ticket for adults is £2 and there will be a free lucky draw with a £10 cash prize. Two tickets per family in total in the first instance. Please indicate which performances you require tickets for when ordering as it is difficult to rectify mistakes when all the tickets are sold.

The evening performance is for adults only  No children will be admitted so please do not bring them along as embarrassment will be caused by refusing entrance.

In order to make things a little easier for parents this year children can remain at school between performances as long as they are given a packed tea.Those parents who want to take children home between performances should ensure they are back at school for the time indicated by the class teachers.
