SCHOOL MEALS

For some time I have been concerned about the amount of food children leave on their plates. I would like to personalise the menu and invite a group of parents and children with the help of the school meals staff, to choose a single daily menu, which will be given to all children. ATTENDANCE AND LATENESS
