6. To become tolerant and understanding, courteous, curious and assured in company of people from other cultural backgrounds.

7. To deal with the rapidly accelerating pace in today’s world and feel secure in the knowledge that learnt skills, training, qualifications and potential contributions will be recognised and valued across international boundaries.
Objectives

1. To identify opportunities for developing the International dimension throughout the curriculum.

2. To make contact with citizens of other International countries through school links, class links, visits and working with foreign visitors in the classroom.

3. To provide experiences using a variety of media which facilitate understanding of current developments. This will include newspapers, magazines, videos, visitors and the internet.

4. To encourage the whole school to support the work of developing the International link.
